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Types of Water Reuse

Q.  What Is Water Reuse?
A.  Recycled water is treated domestic wastewater that is used 

more than once before it passes back into the water cycle.

Q.  What Is It Not?
A.  Gray water, black water, storm water, or raw water.
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Forecasted Reuse Capacity Additions Each Year in the U.S.
